COLLECT: Grant, we beseech you, merciful Lord, to your faithful people pardon and peace, that they may be cleansed from all their sins and serve you with a quiet mind; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.
FIRST READING: Hebrews 5.1-10  This author’s great purpose is to interpret Christ’s work in terms of the Jewish priesthood, whose task was to offer sacrifices to God for the sins of the people.  Here, with many echoes of the Old Testament, he tells how Christ as the perfect and eternal High Priest offered himself once for all, for the world’s salvation.
GOSPEL: Mark 10: 35-45  Jesus has just shared with his friends his expectation that soon, in Jerusalem, he will be executed.  But the Twelve still argue between themselves, about the greatness and glory, they believe is about to come, not understanding the kingdom life of self-giving and service.
POST COMMUNION:  Father of light, in whom is no change or shadow of turning, you give us every good and perfect gift and have brought us to birth by your word of truth: may we be a living sign of that kingdom where your whole creation will be made perfect in Jesus  Christ our Lord.
