COLLECT Merciful God, teach us to be faithful in change and uncertainty, that trusting in your word and obeying your will we may enter the unfailing joy of Jesus Christ our Lord. 
FIRST READING Hebrews 7.23–28 This treatise dwells at length on Christ as a greater priest than any in the Jewish religious system. His work is uniquely and completely redemptive, because as God’s own sinless Son he offered himself for us. This is one of the understandings of the cross that we see developing within Scripture, although there are others. 
GOSPEL READING Mark 10.46–52 Mark is about to show us our Lord’s destiny. Significantly, one blind man sees Jesus as the Son of David he truly is, while the authorities still only see a dangerous heretic.
 POST COMMUNION PRAYER God of all grace, your Son Jesus Christ fed the hungry with the bread of his life and the word of his kingdom: renew your people with your heavenly grace, and in all our weakness sustain us by your true and living bread; who is alive and reigns, now and for ever.
